Unfold the stroller chassis

1. With chassis lying on the floor with
the handles pointed down, you will find
on the right side of the chassis a lever.
Lift the lever away from the side of the
chassis and with your other hand lift up
the handles.

2. Lift the stroller off the ground letting
the front of the chassis fall away from the
handles.

3. The chassis will begin to open. While
holding onto the handles step on the
black knob at the center of the back of
the chassis. Pushing down with your foot
will cause the chassis to completely
open up and lock into the erect position.
4. Keep pushing until you hear an
audible click.

Attach the front wheels

NOTE: You should lubricate the wheels
prior to installing them. Use an oil based
lubricant, and make sure to lubricate the
shaft as well as the wheels on the axle.

1. Slide the front wheels into the front
housings until they lock into place.

To Remove the front wheels:

Push the release buttons on the inside of
the front wheel housing. Then slide the
front wheel out.

ATTENTION: make sure the wheels are
properly attached by lightly tugging on

the wheel.
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Reclining the seat
On the back of the seat you will find the recline
release lever, to recline lift the lever and lower
then lower the seat back to the desired position

Make sure the seat is in the same position on
both sides, otherwise the seat will be askew.

To erect the seat-backrest simply lift up on the
back of the backseat stopping at the desired
position.

Attach the rear wheels

Please notice that each set of rear wheel can only
be installed on the side of the stroller they are
intended for. Make sure the brake pedals are
exposed to the rear. (Figure 5)

- Lift one side of the stroller and slide the wheel
housing unto the leg of the chassis.

« Push the wheel housing up the chassis to meet
the exposed locking ball, push in the locking ball
while adjusting the wheel housing over the ball,
continue to slide the wheel housing up until the
locking ball clicks into place.

+ Repeat this procedure on the other 2 rear
uprights of the stroller.

To remove the Rear wheaels:

Push the Locking ball in, and slide the wheel out.
PLEASE NOTE: Both the front and rear wheels

should be lubricated from time to time, please use
an oil based product to maintain your stroller.




Attach the canopy

1. On both sides of the stroller chassis you will find a
rectangular, grooved mount. Slide the canopy
ratchet onto one of these side mounts (from the top
to the bottom). Make sure to push enough to get
the ratchet to be placed fully on the mount. (You
will feel a positive click, when this has been
completed) Repeat on the second side.

2. Just above the ratchet, on both sides of the
stroller, you will find a flap of material, with Velcro
on the inside, this will attach to the seat fabric.

3. In the bottom-middle of the canopy you will find
a ratchet that you will need to clip onto the frame.
On the upper-Middle of the canopy you will find a
Velcro strap, you need to wrap this around the
upper portion of the frame

4. On the back of the canopy flap, you will find 2
snap buttons; these coincide with 2 snap buttons
on the back of the seat.

To remove canopy,

Release the Velcro from the seat fabric and slide the
ratchets up off the mounts. Then unsnap the 2
button snaps on the back of the seat. Then unclick
the middle clamp, and the Velcro

Folding the stroller

PLEASE NOTE: Always apply the brake
before removing children from the
stroller.

1. First release the stretcher bars on the
sides of the canopy, and collapse the
canopy against handles.

2. To fold the stroller, start by pushing
up with your toe the black knob you
stepped on to open the stroller. Once
you have released the cross-brace with
your toe, find the black foot lever on the
right side half way up right rear leg of the
stroller chassis. Step gently on the black
lever while pushing the handles toward
the front wheels.

3. Push forward on the handles until the
handles lay against front wheels. The
side closing lock will automatically
engage.

Pushing the stroller

To make the wheels swivel or lock, slide the
tab located at the front of the front wheel
housing, slide it to the right, this will lock
the wheel in place.

To unlock the wheel slide the tab to the left.

2. The rear wheels are equipped with a
braking system which is attached to the
rear wheel housing and exposed behind
the wheels. Each wheel brake works
independently of the other. To engage
the brake, step on the black pedal
behind each rear wheel. Always apply
both wheel brakes.

Footrest —

Find on both sides of the top of the foot
rest where the leg bends, a button. When
the buttons are pushed in the foot rest can
be adjusted up or down to the desired
position.

The universal hitch by guzzie+Guss
hooks behind most strollers with its
universal clips which allows you to
stroller with a second child with
ease.

Footrest Enclosure:

The Twice stroller is equipped with an
enclosure for the front footrest. On both sides
of the footrest you will find a flap attached to
the ends of the footrest. Lift the footrest until
the flap reaches to the side panel of the stroller
seat.

On the outside of the seat side panel you will
find a Velcro strip where the flap is to be
attached to. Using the footrest enclosure does
not relieve the using of the 5 point harness
system when the child is lying in the stroller.

Using the safety harness
